Be wary of strangers

Enter other homes only if you're with a trusted adult. Visit well-lit houses, and don't stop at dark houses or accept rides from strangers.

When purchasing a costume or costume accessory, look for the label Flame Resistant. This doesn't mean these items won't catch fire; it does
mean that these items will resist burning and would extinguish quickly if they did happen to catch fire. To minimize the risk of contact with a
flame, avoid costumes made with flimsy materials and outfits with big, baggy sleeves or skirts. Costumes should be short enough to prevent
children from tripping, and children should always wear good sturdy shoes, especially while walking around neighborhoods.
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
