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The Phoenician’s Tennis Complex has been named by the United States Tennis Association (USTA) as a 2015 Outstanding Facility Award
Winner. The honor will be presented Sunday, Sept. 6, during the USTA’s semi-annual meeting at the Grand Hyatt Hotel in New York City,
coinciding with the U.S. Open.

Nestled between two fairways along the eastern edge of the AAA Five Diamond resort, The Phoenician’s premier tennis facility is the only one
of its kind in the region to offer four playing surfaces on 11 outdoor courts, including a Wimbledon championship grass court, seven Plexipave
hard-surface courts, two courts with the revolutionary Rebound Ace surface, and a Prestige Plexicushion surface on center court, which also
features spectator seating.   The Tennis Complex, with 10 of its 11 courts lit for evening play, is available for USTA league competition,
tournaments and special events, and is open to resort guests as well as the general public.
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
