Whether you’re a newcomer or an art aficionado, here is the A to Z of some of Arizona’s best galleries.

Bentley Gallery

This Phoenix art gallery’s specialty is two-pronged: contemporary art and ancient artifacts. The Bentley Gallery represents mid-career and
museum-collected artists in the United States and Europe who work in everything from textiles to drawing to video. Additionally, the gallery
collects authentic antiquities from the Chinese bi and cong and from the Neolithic period.

 

Cosanti

A definite departure from the stretches of galleries along Roosevelt Row and Old Town Scottsdale, the experimental earth-formed concrete
structures of Cosanti were designed by famed architect Paolo Soleri to be minimalistic, sustainable and meditative. While the grounds
themselves are certainly an artform, Cosanti is known for its bronze and ceramic bells. These handcrafted bells feature one-of-a-kind designs,
so no two pieces are ever the same.

 

Gebert Contemporary

For a dose of abstract painting and sculpture, visit Gebert Contemporary in Old Town Scottsdale. Exhibited works come primarily from
mid-career and established artists native to Belgium, Germany, Spain, Mexico and the United States.
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King Galleries Scottsdale

Dedicated to Pueblo pottery and Native American tribal art, King Galleries in Old Town Scottsdale has garnered national acclaim for its
exceptional ceramic pieces. From classic to contemporary, the gallery represents leading potters working in traditional techniques and is home
to a number of signed historic pieces dating from the 1920’s to the present.

 

Lisa Sette Gallery

Since 1985, the Lisa Sette Gallery has been at the cutting-edge of contemporary art. In addition to exhibiting carefully curated painting,
sculpture, photography, installation and performance pieces, the gallery offers art acquisition and placement services for budding and
established collectors alike.

 

Marshall Gallery of Fine Art

One of the largest art galleries in Old Town Scottsdale, Marshall Gallery of Fine Art offers a wide range of paintings, sculptures, glasswork and
furniture to suit any collection.

Royse Contemporary

Another Scottsdale Arts District staple, Royse Contemporary represents a small number of emerging and established artists and presents a
monthly rotating exhibition. The gallery also offers consultation and public relations services for both collectors and artists to ensure patrons gain
exposure to the diverse talent housed at Royse. 

 

Shemer Art Center

Both an educational facility and exhibition space, Shemer Art Center has been a hidden gem in the Phoenix art scene for decades. Alongside its
workshops for amateur artists of all ages, the gallery features a packed calendar of exhibitions of local artists.
