Steve Doig, the school’s Knight Chair in Journalism. In addition to the general education courses, ASU students in the new online program will
be required to take a core class on media and society and choose from a wide range of program-specific electives, including International Mass
Communication, Political Communication, Sports and Media and Visual Communication.
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
